Must possess a Bachelor’s Degree from a college or university accredited by the North
Central Association of Colleges and Secondary Schools or an equivalent agency with a
minimum 2.6 grade point average.

Must obtain a satisfactory reference from current supervisor.

Must be prepared to register (or have already registered) for the Basic Skills
Examination.

Must be in good standing with all universities attended and provide official transcripts.

Must enroll in Wayne State University’s College of Education and provide a plan of work
for obtaining the Bilingual endorsement.
