TIPS FOR APPROACHING 
THE CONVERSATION

There is not a one-size fits all 
answer to self-care. When 
choosing strategies make sure 
you utilize practices that are 
personally relevant and helpful to 
you and your family. Here are 
some strategies to consider:

Recognize and validate emotions
Stay in the present
Separate out what you can and 
cannot control
Notice and manage your worried 
thoughts
Pay attention to joy
Balance structure and  exibility
Get active
Stay connected

Talking about mental health – 
Open ended questions:

How are you feeling? Can you tell 
me more about what’s on your 
mind?

How can I help you feel better?
Ya know, sometimes you need to 
talk to an adult about your feelings 
- I’m here to listen.

Have you had feelings like this in 
the past?

Do you feel like you want to talk to 
someone else about your 
problem?

I’m worried about your safety. Can 
you tell me if you have thoughts 
about harming yourself or others?

Communicate in a 
straightforward manner

Speak at a level that is 
appropriate for your child’s 
age level

Discuss the topic when you are 
in a calm environment and your 
child feels comfortable and safe

Watch for reactions during the 
discussion and slow down or 
back up if your child becomes 
confused or looks upset

Listen openly and let your 
child tell you about their 
feelings and worries

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FLOOD SAFETY & 
REDUCTION TIPS

Homeowners and renters can take these steps to reduce the impact of flooding and 
basement backups. Property owners must also maintain their private infrastructure, 
including the sewer service line. The Detroit Water and Sewerage Department (DWSD) 
has a responsibility to maintain the city’s combined sewer system, and improve 
stormwater management.

Download the Basement Backup & Flooding Handbook at
detroitmi.gov/basementprotection or call 313-267-8000 for a copy. 

Flood Safety

• Do not walk in standing water in your basement if the area includes fuse box, electrical 
appliances, outlets, and/or wires.

• Do not drive through flooded streets – take another route and make sure you report the 
flooding to DWSD (unless a freeway which is the responsibility of the Michigan Department 
of Transportation).

 
Help Prevent Basement Flooding/Sewer Backup

• Make sure there is no debris in your basement drains.

• Clean your gutters if you can safely do so – get help if needed 
from family or neighbors.

• Move any items that are blocking the exits of your 
downspouts.

• Remove the downspouts from the underground storm 
pipes and redirect them onto your lawn at least three 
feet away from the house as shown in the photos here.

• If you see a catch basin covered in trash, please remove the 
trash and debris.

• Clean debris and leaves from in front of your property to                                                                      
reduce catch basins from clogging.

• Consult with a licensed plumber to:

• Inspect your sewer service line and drains, including but not limited to snaking your 
sewer line all the way to the city sewer collection pipe connection and placing a camera 
in your line to determine if there are any defects that you need to repair.

• Your sewer line should be snaked at least once per year.

HOW TO ACCESS OUR SERVICES

Detroit’s FIRST-EVER water affordability plan

Developed in partnership with community advocates and water affordability experts, 
the new Detroit Water and Sewerage Department (DWSD) Lifeline Plan is an 
income-based water affordability plan. It offers qualifying customers a fixed monthly 
rate that will significantly reduce their monthly bill – and erase any past debt. 

That’s 1.8% of the average monthly household income for each tier – a 
standard set by community advocates and water affordability experts.

If water usage exceeds 4,500 gallons per month, you’ll be charged for that 
additional usage based on DWSD’s new inclining block rate structure.

DWSD Lifeline Plan

Income-eligible enrolled Detroiters receive up to 4,500 
gallons of water every month at a fixed rate. Average Detroit 
household (3 people) uses between 2,300 to 3,000 gallons 
per month.

The program is funded by regional, state and federal dollars.
