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EARLY DISMISSAL

• An early dismissal letter may be submitted to 
your child’s counselor upon arrival to school in the 
morning if they need to leave early, so that they can 
be waiting in the counseling office. Parents may 
also come into the counseling office to pick up their 
student early and sign them out.  Students will only 
be released to a parent or legal guardian as 
indicated on our Student Information System.  
Parents must present valid ID for early dismissal 
request. Parents must come into the building to 
pick up their student. All early dismissal pick-ups 
must occur by 2:45pm.  Students are not permitted 
to walk out of the building prior to checking in with 
the office. 
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DRESS CODE

• Students are required to follow the RHS dress code. 

• Khaki color or burgundy pants, knee-length shorts or knee-length skirt 

• White or burgundy shirt; collared preferred

• Sweaters or (hooded) sweatshirts can be white, burgundy, or khaki color 

• Hoods may not be worn on hooded sweatshirts.
