Your
child will be assigned a teacher who will present lessons and work with the class from the
computer. Your child will follow a regular school routine from 8:00-3:10 every day.

Learning Centers: If you have chosen for your student to return to the school building, but
there isn’t a face to face teacher for that grade, then they will be in a classroom room with
supervision learning from their teacher via the computer. Your child will receive the same
instruction as a virtual student. The only difference is that they are in the school building
instead of at home. Your child will come to school every day from 8:00-3:10.
